Our secretary, Ed Marion, will contact our area commander to see up this is agreeable with him. If it is, our secretary will write a check for $1500 and send it to our area commander. We will keep you posted on this subject.
Our treasury is solvent we have a total of $3210.01 in the bank. Of this $250 is earmarked for Youth Leadership Conference. $58 is available for JROTC Medal. In our uniform fund is $264.30. Our PacBeach booze fund stands at $80. We have available for operation funds $2557.71.  If we pay $1500 to the Seattle Convention Committee, we will have $1057.71 left in our funds. But I am very sure that with the help of Sue Porter’s raffle, we will recover this money very shortly.
Our raffle was held at this time and it brought in a total of $50. This added to the $1057.71 will mean we will have $1107.71 in our treasury. So you can see that the treasury is now growing again. I am sure that it will continue to do so.
