Highlights of the 8 Mar. Meeting

        Lacking a quorum of members we weren’t able to discuss business at this meeting.   We mainly swapped stories over our steaks.  
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      The M1 Garand (rhymes with “errand”)  was the standard U.S. service rifle from 1936-1957. It was designed in 1928 by Canadian-born John C. Garand 
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at the U.S. Army Springfield Armory. Approximately 6.25 million were built at a WW2 unit cost of $85. 

      Gen. George Patton called it “the greatest battle implement ever devised.”  The M1 replaced the 
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M1903 Springfield bolt action rifle in 1938 and was itself superseded by the M14 in 1957. The M1 con-tinued to be used until 1965.

      The M1 is an air-cooled, gas operated, clip fed

Semi-automatic rifle. Air cools the barrel. Power to 

Cock the rifle and advance the next round comes from the gas of the round previously fired. It is loaded by inserting a metal clip containing 8 rounds. It fires one round each time the trigger is pulled. The automatic-  ally ejects with a ping after the last round is fired,     alerting the user to insert a loaded clip. 

      In 1919 the armies of he world realized that stan-dard rifles were more powerful than necessary, 

leading to heavier guns. The U.S. Army wanted to 

go to .256 caliber, rather than .30-06.  Beginning in 

1925 trials were held, testing .256, .276 and .30-06

rifles to see which was best. John Garand developed 

a .30 caliber gas-operated rifle for the trials. By 1932 Army Chief of Staff Gen. Douglas MacArthur felt 

that there were large enough quantities of .30 ball 

ammunition in stock and didn’t want any more .276

caliber rifles developed.  The Secretary of War agreed

and ordered that all efforts be directed toward working

out the bugs in the .30 caliber Garand. More modifica-tions were needed and the rifle didn’t go into produc-  tion until 1937 first at a rate of 10, and later 100 a day.

The barrel, gas cylinder and front sights still had to be

redesigned and work on this proceeded into 1940. By 1941 production increased to 600 units a day and the army was supplied by the end  of of the year.

     The semi-automatic M1 gave U.S.  troops signifi-

cant advantages over German, Italian and Japanese soldiers who usually had bolt action rifles. With an 

 John Garand points out features of  the M1 to Maj.

M1, a trained soldier could fire 40 to 50 accurate

shots per minute at a range of 300 yards. This led to greater use of semi and fully automatic weapons by the Allies and Axis.

    The M1 was used in World War 2, Korea and for a limited time in Vietnam. Many were exported to post-war U.S. Allies.

    In 2009 the South Korean government tried to sell

850,000 firearms, including 87,000 M1s back to the Americans. The Obama Administration blocked the  

sale in 2010, fearing that guns could fall into the wrong hands. But later an agreement was reached on the sale of 87.000 M1 Garands to civilian arms dealers. Military surplus and post war Garands are popular among gun

enthusiasts world-wide.
