Stoner was then inducted. Bro. Alex Jordan presented the lecture. Bro. Stoner then took the obliga-tion and was inducted into Sinclair Inlet Chapter #80 by Pre. Joe MacIntyre. The Medal lecture was given by Bro. Wendell Dutt.

been said that great battles are fought on land but wars are won at sea. George Washington’s army had a scarcity of supplies. The British had an abundance of supplies. The Americans obtained 5 ships and recruit-

ed sailors to man them. Supplies from captured British ships equipped and fed the American army. At the 

time the Royal Navy had 178 ships, 131 of them ships of  

the line. Oct. 13, 1775 marked the birth of the U.S. Navy. The Continental Congress authorized only 2 

ships on that date. On Oct. 19 John Adams promised 

that there would be an American fleet, a small force. Two more warships were authorized on Oct. 30.  Also established was a 7 man commission to manage the 

fleet, maintain naval armament, man the ships, pay 

the crews, construct new ships and provide dock 

yards. The primary method of obtaining warships in 

those days was simply to add guns to merchant ships. Congress authorized $866,000 to build 13 frigates. About 100 ships would see service on the American

side during the Revolution. This was one fourth the 

size of the Royal Navy.
