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      To be regarded as an aircraft carrier by the U.S. Navy, 

a ship carrying aircraft must be 1) nuclear powered and 2) have aircraft-launching catapults. Futhermore, an aircraft carrier and its air wing needs to be thought of as a single combat system. It must be able to operate far from land-based support for limited periods of time in contested environments. And it must be able to defend against air, surface and submarine threats.

       The U.S. Navy’s 11 amphibious assault ships aren’t considered aircraft carriers by this definition. Of the 16 other aircraft carrying ships operated by other navies, only the French have a nuclear-powered, catapult launching ship in service.
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The U.S. Marine’s amphibious assault ship only looks like 

an  aircraft carrier.

       The French Navy’s Charles de Gaulle (R-91) is Western Europe’s largest warship. However, the British Royal Navy’s two 70,000 ton Queen Elizabeth class carriers are larger but not nuclear-powered. India could have a 65,000 ton carrier by 2025.

        The U.S. Navy feels that it’s present 11 carriers are 

not enough. On one particular day 2 aircraft carriers were deployed to the Middle East. Another was en route to relieve one of those on deployment. Two carriers were conducting training exercises off the U.S. coast. One 

carrier had just returned from deployment ad was standing down. 2 carriers were in port for light maintenance and 

       France’s nuclear-powered Charles de Gaulle.

training. Another 2 were in shipyards for heavy mainten-ance and one was having it’s nuclear fuel replaced.
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       On any given day the U.S. Navy’s carrier fleet is busy on deployment, in training and in maintenance.
