                             EXERCISE 191 

     Admiral Husband Kimmel, commander of the Pacific Fleet, set aside the dates of  November 23-25, 1941 for a fleet drill called Exercise 191. The object was to search for a Japanese carrier force believed to be north of Hawaii. Kimmel sent 46 warships into the North Pacific including 5 battleships, the carrier Lexington, and escorting cruisers, destroyers, subs and auxiliary ships. The Lexington’s 60 planes, plus 54 Marine Corps air-craft, were formed into a single air unit. Force Black (Japan) was to stage an air raid on Force White (U.S.). Force Black would launch its planes 200 miles north of Oahu over an inactive undersea volcano called the Prokofiev Seamount. The planes would take off early on a Sunday morning and target the Pearl Harbor naval base and Kaneohe Naval Air Station on Oahu. Force White (U.S.) was to search 600 miles seaward from Kaena Point, Oahu, along a 65 degree vector between Proko-fiev Seamount at 157 W. longitude and Chopin Sea-mount at 162 W. longitude. Long range air recon and radar were to be used in the search. Both Black and White forces were warned that hostile ships might be sighted at any moment and if they were the code phrase “Easy Cast Easy” was to be sent by signal flags or blinker light – not by radio so as not to tip off the Japanese. A strong North Pacific storm delayed the start of the war games. On Monday, Nov. 24, Lexington’s  planes were about to attack Force White when Kimmel was ordered by the Assistant C.N.O. to call off the exercise. Negotiations with Japan were in a tense state and Kimmel wasn’t to make any provocations.

     Two Sunday mornings later Japanese Admiral Nagumo arrived over the Prokofiev Seamount. His 30 ship fleet included 6 aircraft carriers and 2 battleships. He launched his First Air Fleet of 400 fighters and bombers 200 miles from Pearl Harbor, making Exercise 191 into the real thing. 
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
