The Army’s 5 Most Potent Weapons

     The U.S. Army can deliver a tremendous amount of firepower for use in everything from small counter- insurgencies to full-scale mechanized combat. Here are 5 of their best weapons:

    AH-64 Apache Helicopter.  It’s ironic that one of the Army’s best weapons is an aircraft, but today air power plays a decisive role in combat. The Apache has been used in wars from Desert Storm to Afghanistan. It’s speed, 30 mm cannon, Hellfire missiles and soph-isticated sensors enable it to hit enemies long before they come within range of guns or troops. Since it’s controlled by the Army, ground troops don’t have to wait for Air Force or Navy jets to provide air support.

    M-1 Abrams Tank. Depending on who you talk to, the M-1 Abrams tank, which weighs 60 tons and can travel up to 40 miles per hour, is the best tank in the world. It’s 120 mm cannon fires depleted uranium shells which can pierce three feet thick armor. Soviet-made tanks were smashed by it in Iraq and it could probably do the same to China’s new Type 99 tank. The fact that ISIS fighters have captured and destroyed Iraqi army M-1’s reflects more on the expertise of the crews than the tank.

     M-109A6 Paladin.  This latest version of the 

M-109 self-propelled gun can shoot a 155 mm shell 20 miles with rocket-assisted projectiles. It can also fire the laser-guided Excaliber shell.

     TOW Anti-Tank Missile. The TOW (Tube-launched, optically tracked, wire-guided) anti-tank missile has been in service for 45 years. Tanks, mostly Russian-made, have been destroyed by it in Vietnam, the Arab-Israeli Wars, Iraq and most lately in Syria. The newer TOW-2B can fire a bunker-busting missile and a missile that explodes above a tank, puncturing it’s thinner top armor.

     M-2, .50 Caliber Machine Gun.  Developed in the 1930’s, this 80-year-old machine gun is more like a  small cannon. It has been used as an anti-aircraft, anti-vehicle and anti-personnel weapon. An improved version, the M2A1, features a quick-change barrel and a night flash suppressor. 
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
