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 Marines 5 Most Lethal Weapons of War

       The U.S. Marines are a fire brigade that the President can call on in any emergency. While part of  the Navy and primarily a maritime force, they have been used as a de-facto army the past dozen years.

1. Marine Riflemen.   Every Marine, from the 
lowest  private to the Commandant, is trained to be an infantryman. Even Marine aviators have to go through 9 months of infantry training before they go to flight school. Even though they’re flying planes, this gives pilots the shared experience of fighting alongside Marines on the ground. The service will be down to 182,000 by 2017 after combat in Iraq and Afghanistan winds down. But this will still make them as large as the entire British military.

2. M1A1 Abrams Tank.  Though primarily a medium mobile force, when the Marines need armor support they have it with the General Dynamics M1A1 Abrams tank. 

The Abrams has a 120 mm cannon and is protected by depleted uranium armor. It’s 1,500 hp Honeywell gas turbine engine can move it along at 45 mph. The Marines have about 400 tanks in 3 tank battalions stored in pre-positioned stocks.

3. AH-1Z  Viper  The Bell AH-1Z Viper is the latest version of the Vietnam era Cobra attack helicopter. Powered by two 1,800 hp GE  T700 turbo shaft engines,

the Viper’s 4-bladed composite rotors give it great maneuverability, It is equipped with advanced sensors and the Longbow radar system. The Viper carries 16 Hellfire missiles, like the Army’s AH-64 Apache, but it can also carry AIM-9 Sidewinder air-to-air missiles for antiaircraft capability. Many parts of the helicopter are common to the Marines’ Bell UH-1 Venom (a version of the UH-1 Huey), But the Marine versions are unique to the service and not built in large quantities like the Army’s Apache and 

UH-60 Black-hawk helicopters. So keeping the Marines’ aircraft up-to-date and finding spare parts could be a problem.  

4. AV-8B Harrier.  The Harrier jump-jet offers mobile fire support to Marine expeditionary forces that don’t have ready access to heavy artillery or air support. Though not the best fighter or attack aircraft in the world, the AV-8’s  STOL (short take off and landing) capabilities enable it to operate from amphibious assault ships. The AV-8 should be replaced by the Lockheed Martin F-35B joint strike fighter by 2025. The Marines plan to keep their Boeing F/A-18’s until the F-35B replaces these as well.

5. LAV  General Dynamics Light Armored Vehicle series (LAV) offers high mobility to Marine light armored recon forces who don’t want to be weighed down with heavy armor. Marine battalions may have different versions of LAVs. They range from anti tank to anti aircraft to command and control. The common LAV carries a 25 mm automatic cannon, a pair of 7.62 mm machine guns and can travel faster than 63 mph.   
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
