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       New Business: Pres. Joe MacIntyre got an e-mail from our new NW Area Rep., Marion Windell, that 

next Heroes encampment at Pacific Beach will be held on Oct. 4, 5 & 6, 2013, rather than in September. Chapter 539 will be the host and they hope to have a candidate from Chapter 80.
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       Education: Pres. Joe gave a talk on the Flag Pledge.  The “Pledge of Allegiance” was written in 1892 by Francis Bellamy (1855-1931), a Baptist minister and Christian socialist. Since then it has gone through five changes. The 1892 version said, “I pledge allegiance to my Flag and the Republic for which it stands, one nation indivisible, with liberty and justice for all.” In 1923 the word “to” was added  to the phrase “and to the Republic.”  In 1924 a new phrase was added to Flag: “to the Flag of the United States   of America.” In 1954 the words “under God” were officially added to the Pledge. The words were taken from Lincoln’s Gettysberg Address, “that the nation shall, under God, have a new birth of freedom.” This was a way of setting the United States apart from 

other countries. So, in it’s final version,  the Pledge reads: “I pledge allegiance to the Flag of the United States of America, and to the Republic for which it stands, one Nation under God, indivisible, with liberty and justice for all.” 

      District Rep Wendell urged us to use the new cata-log on the National Sojourners website.

      In closing, Pres. Joe MacIntyre wished us a Merry Christmas and a happy and prosperous New Year. 

      Afterwards the Heroes gathered to have a meeting to discuss the change of date for Pac Beach.

CHINA’S 1ST AIRCRAFT CARRIER

        The Liaoning, China’s first aircraft carrier, entered service with the navy on Tues., 25 Sep 2012.

        The Liaoning was originally a Soviet ship called Varyag.  A company with links to the Chinese military 

bought the ship from Ukraine and towed it out of the Black Sea in 2001. The new owners claimed they wanted to turn the ship into a floating gambling casino in Macau, but it was then refitted as an aircraft carrier for China at the Port of Dalian.

        China landed its first jet on the Liaoning on 28 Nov 2012. The Chinese J-15 is comparable to the Russian Su-33. The ship can carry 30 J-15’s and will have a crew of 2,000.
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
