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Lewis and Clark Camp of the Hero's of '76

Lewis & Clark Camp of the Hero's of '76 News

On 9 April 2005 Lewis and Clark Camp Heroes of ’76 hosted a bivouac at the Bremerton Elks Club. Heroes from Meriwether Lewis and Marvin Shields Camps were in attendance. 

The camp was called to order at 0905 by Commander Harry Houston and opened in ritual form. In attendance were Commander Harry Houston, Chief of Staff Harold Richardson, Michael Pursey, Steve Seteroff, Regional Representative Wedell Dutt, Joseph Illes, Fred Johnson, Ed Marion and two recruits, William Biscomb and Joseph MacIntyre.    

In due time the recruits were conducted into the camp and each took the oath of a hero as administered by Commander Houston. Brother Seteroff read the history of the Heroes Organization and Brother Johnson gave the toast to the flag. The Bennington Flag lecture was given by Br. Richardson. In the second section the recruits were presented singly, Br. Biscomb followed by Br. MacIntyre. Both were unanimously elected to be Heroes in the Lewis and Clark Camp. In the Third section both new members were received together and explanations pertaining to the degree were given. 

At 1100 the camp was closed in ritualistic form and members adjourned to the Elks Club main building to enjoy a hot lunch. 

LEWIS AND CLARK

Lewis was elected to membership in the brotherhood of Freemasons on 28 January 1797 and rose quickly through the consecutive Degrees until he attained the status of Past Master Mason in early April. Two years later he advanced to the level of Royal Arch Mason in Widow's Son Lodge, Milton, Virginia, a village situated about thirty miles down the James River from Richmond.

Three years after the expedition, on 18 September 1809, William Clark was admitted to St. Louis Lodge No. 111, A.F. & A.M., which Lewis had helped establish a year earlier.

Lewis took the ritual and idealism of the Masons quite seriously, even naming three tributaries of Jefferson's River for three virtues celebrated in Masonic ritual: Philosophy, Wisdom, and Philanthropy.
