Navy Budget Plan Doesn’t Hold Water

       The House Armed Services Committee on Sea Power released its proposed budget for fiscal year 2016. A new budget fund, the National Sea-Based Deterrence Fund, was set up to pay for SSBN{X), the replacement of the Ohio class of ballistic missile subs. 

       So the purchase of new subs is eing taken out of the Navy’s shipuilding budget and placed in the budget of the Secretary of Defense. Observed Director of Undersea Warfare, Rear Admiral Joseph Tofalo, “The Navy is going to need top line relief to accomplish its shipobuilding program. When the Ohio class were built, the Navy received an added $5 to $7 billion per year for shipbuilding.” 

      During the “Reagan build-up” of the 1980’s, additional funds were added to the Navy’s shipbuilding account. Placing money in the Federal Budget gives visibility to what the Navy, and the nation, can afford. But transferring funds to the Defense Department means that the shipbuilding budget will stay a $14 to $15 billion, even without paying for any new subs. The Congressional Budget Office has estimated that the total cost of an Ohio replacement development proram is more in the range of $92 billion. 

      An amendment added to the F.Y. 2015 budget provided for a “class of 12 sea based deterrence vessels, with other nuclear-powered vessels.” Since the only other nuclear-powered vessels are the Virginia class of fast attack subs and the Ford class carrier, this means that atomic powered vessels could be funded out of the Secretary of Defense account. Placing major procurement programs, perhaps even a long range strike bomber, or new ICBM, in a separate defense wide account can lead to an irresponsible money pit of expenses. Big ticket items need more transparency.
