 . American Veterans, those who served in the armed forces in peace and war, will be commemorated on 

Nov. 11. The 11TH hour of the 11TH day of the 11TH month marked the Armistice in 1918 that ended the Great War, the war to end all wars. Armistice Day 

was expanded after WW2 to include all veterans. 

     Eleven days after Nov. 11 marks the 50TH anniver-sary of the death of a veteran who won a Navy and Marine Corps medal for gallantry in naval action in

the Solomon Islands during WW2. This veteran, John

F. Kennedy, was also the 35TH President of the United States. He died on Nov. 22, 1963, the 4TH president 

to be assassinated after Lincoln. 
Sep. 3, 1939. Joe Kennedy, Jr., Kick (Kathleen) Kennedy and 22-yr-old John F. Kennedy walk to Parliament to hear Prime Minister Neville Chamberlain declare war on Germany. Their dad, Joe Kennedy, Sr, was American Ambassador to Britain from 1937-1940. Joe Jr and Jack (John F.) graduated from Harvard. Joe Jr. became a Navy pilot and was killed when the B-24 he was piloting exploded on Aug. 12, 1944. Kick married a British army officer on May 6, 1944 and was widowed when he was killed by a German sniper on Sep. 9, 1944. She, herself. was killed in a plane crash in 1948. She was buried with her husband in England and a stone on her grave recounts a visit made there by President John F. Kennedy in June 1963. John is buried in Arlington National Cemetery.
