    In 1952 an Olive green shade uniform was adopted  by the U.S. Army. During the Korean War solders in some units were ordered to sew white name tape  and/or “U.S. Army” onto their uniforms. The Sec- retary of the Army made “U.S. Army” mandatory   on uniforms in 1953.  
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      The transition to Operational Camouflage Pattern   

Army Combat Uniform (ACU) from all the other styles 
 	is a long process. But the Sgt. Major of the Army 
stressed that we still have the most lethal fighting force in the world, even though our belts won’t match for a few years.   
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Jungle Fighters. Most American soldiers in Vietnam
wore olive drab. Longrange recon soldiers were given
Engineering Research & Development Lab camouflage
pattern (ERDL) uniforms. Army of the Republic of
Vietnan (ARVN) soldiers wore tiger stripe pattern. The
soldier with the M-16 is wearing an ERDL uniform,
while the man on the radio is in tiger stripe.
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Early Vietnam War era uniforms. Soldier in
foreground fires an M1918A2 Browning Automatic
Rifle (BAR), while man in back has M1 Garand.
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A woodland camouflage pattern Battle Dress
Uniform (BDU) was adopted by the Army and other
services in 1981 and was used until the mid-2000’s.
Here U.S. Army National Guardsmen are dressed in
BDU during July 2000 field training in Yavoric,
Ukraine.
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After the Marines adopted a digital style uniform, the
Army introduced the Army Combat Uniform (ACU) in 2004.
U.S. Army soldiers in Afghanistan in May 2011 wear
Multicam uniforms, except for the soldier in the middle that
wears ACU.
