DOD SMART SCHOLARSHIP:  Students can be offered full scholarships to participate DoD's Science, Mathematics and Research for Transformation (SMART) scholarship program, which was established under the National Defense Authorization Act for fiscal 2006. SMART scholarships and fellowships are awarded to applicants who are pursuing a degree in subjects like aeronautical and astronautical engineering, aerospace engineering, biosciences, physiology, chemical engineering, civil engineering, computer and computational sciences, electrical engineering, naval architecture and ocean engineering, and a host of other subjects. DoD is also interested in supporting the education of future scientists and engineers in a number of interdisciplinary, military technology areas of overlapping disciplines. During summer sessions, students will receive assignments as interns at DoD labs and agencies, or other assignments that will further their education and training goals. The SMART program is aimed at providing the nation with talented, trained American men and women who will lead state-of-the-art research projects in disciplines having the greatest payoff to national defense requirements. The scholarship program allows individuals to acquire an education in exchange for a period of employment with the Defense Department in the specified areas. The Program is open only to citizens of the United States. Persons who hold permanent resident status are not eligible. Proof of citizenship will be required. Students must be at least 18 years of age and, if seeking undergraduate support, be enrolled as a student in a regionally accredited university or college to be eligible. If family members are not U.S. citizens, some agencies may be unable to process the student to the security clearance level required. In that event every effort will be made to assign an eligible student to an agency without such restrictions. Hero’s Camp News-This Month in the Revolutionary War

October 7, 1777 - The Battle of Saratoga results in the first major American victory of the Revolutionary War as Gen. Horatio Gates and Gen. Benedict Arnold defeat Gen. Burgoyne, inflicting 600 British casualties. American losses are only 150.

October 17, 1777 - Gen. Burgoyne and his entire army of 5700 men surrender to the Americans led by Gen. Gates. The British are then marched to Boston, placed on ships and sent back to England after swearing not serve again in the war against America. News of the American victory at Saratoga soon travels to Europe and boosts support of the American cause. In Paris the victory is celebrated as if it had been a French victory. Ben Franklin is received by the French Royal Court. France then recognizes the independence of America.

October 17, 1779 - Washington sets up winter quarters at Morristown, New Jersey, where his troops will suffer another harsh winter without desperately needed supplies, resulting in low morale, desertions and attempts at mutiny.
