Highlights of the 9 May Meeting

But when he passed a protocol needed to be written down so his successors could run it too. 

     MEMORIAL DAY  Pres.Joe gave a talk on the up-coming holiday. On 26 May 1966 President Lyndon B. Johnson signed a presidential proclamation marking Waterloo, New York, as the birthplace of Memorial Day. This is a day for honoring the dead who died while serving in the armed forces during our country’s wars.  In 1868 Gen. John A Logan, commander of the Grand Army of the Republic, a Union war veterans organization, proclaimed that Decoration Day be observed yearly and nationwide to honor those who gave their all for the Union in the  great Civil War just ended. 

      Decorating soldiers graves with flowers is an ancient custom, observed in the U.S. before and dur-ing the Civil War. The end of May is when most flowers are in bloom. In 1915 a Lt. Col. John McCrae, of the Canadian army, wrote a poem about the poppies that grew among the soldiers graves after the Second Battle of Ypres during World War 1. A YWCA worker, Moina Michael, being inspired by the poem, wore a silk poppy pinned to her coat during a YWCA conference in 1918. By 1920 the American Legion 

had adopted the poppy as their symbol of remem-brance. Madame Guerin, from France, visited the U.S., saw this custom, and made poppies to raise money for war orphans. In 1922 the VFW was the first organization to sell poppies. In 1948 the U.S. Post Office issued a 3 cent red poppy stamp. 

      Today many have forgotten the meaning of Memorial Day. Most people don’t know flag etiquette.

The National flag is raised to the top of the staff, then lowered to half staff until noon. After 12 noon it is raised to full staff for the rest of the day. Many have not observed Memorial Day in decades. 1,200 soldiers of the 3RD Infantry Division place flags on the graves at Arlington National Cemetery before Memorial Day. The Boy Scouts put flags on graves in 1951. Today Boy Scouts and Girl Scouts place candles  on graves at the Civil War battlefield of Fredricksburg, Virginia. On Memorial Day we should observe a moment of remembrance and respect and listen to TAPS. Senator Daniel Inouye of Hawaii, a WW2 vet, introduced a bill to return Memorial Day to its original date of May 30, and kept re-introducing it until his death in 2012.

      Dick Dexter recalled how just before one Memor-ial Day he and the wife were taking a body to Tahoma National Cemetery. High School kids were out there placing flags on the graves and there was a news story about it. Dick had vision problems so he never got to serve in the armed forces.  Bill Biscomb noted how on Bainbridge he American Legion, assisted by the Boy Scouts, puts flags on veteran’s graves at all the island cemeteries. Bill cautioned that before you put a flag in the ground, first punch a hole with a screw driver or sharper the end of the wooden stick with a pencil sharpener. Otherwise the stick will probably break in the hard ground. Wendell reported how the Chapter 89 color guard goes out to the cemetery a 1 p.m. on Sunday and does a ceremony. All the different military organizations bring their flags. It is very impressive. 

     Alex Jordan picked the night’s lottery winners. Bill Biscomb got an electric knife. Wendell got a MWB John McNab watch (Joe has one too). Joe will bring more raffle tickets.

      We got a combination lock for the Chapter box and Alex had it installed. $15 was received from Peter Dawson for medals.
